APPLICATION GUIDELINES

The Latino Business Association (LBA) is a Non-Profit Foundation, which provides support to the community by assisting local Non-Profit Organizations, Schools, and any other Community Groups that are also providing outreach to areas of need in the community of Stanislaus County and its surroundings.

LBA Mission
Our mission is to provide scholarships to students along with supporting local Non-Profits, Local Schools, and Community Groups achieve their goals along meeting the ideals of the LBA.

Mini-grants up to $5,000 are available to local Non-Profits, Schools, and Community-based groups for service activities of all types.

Awarded Funds may be use for program personnel, supplies, materials, equipment or transportation to a service site. Funds may not be use to replace state or local school funds, capital improvements, indirect/administrative cost.

Applications for mini-grants may be submitted any time. Applicants will be notified about the status of their mini-grants within 60 days of each deadline.

The Latino Business Association a Non-Profit Foundation requests that a final report on the results of the project be submitted to the Foundation within 30 days of completion of the project.

Non-Profit Organization, Schools, and Community Based Groups may apply for funding.

SUBMITTING AN APPLICATION
Please read and follow all guidelines below.
Proposals, including application must not exceed four pages. Limit one application per organization per year. Applicants will be notified of a decision within 60 days of application deadlines. If approved, applicants should receive funds no later than 30 days.
